
Accredited Professional Chess Coach

You will be required to do some home-preparation before the event and again on Saturday night in 
preparation for a presentation on Sunday morning. Once payment has been received you will 
receive confirmation, a course outline and your instructions for preparation. 
 
This 2-day program is the theory component of the course. Either prior or subsequent to the training 
we will arrange a time for you to observe a minimum of 2 chess lessons with an experienced Mentor 
Coach; you will also be required to present at least 2 sessions live, under full supervision. 
 
In order to receive an accreditation you must also provide a current, satisfactory, Working with 
Children Check or suitable equivalent. 
 
After your basic requirements have been completed you will receive a Provisional Accreditation - 
continuing to work with a Mentor Coach until your Mentor Coach approves your full Accreditation. 
 
Courses run every 3 months. If at short notice you cannot attend you may transfer your enrolment to 
the next course. Unless otherwise notified there is a maximum of 12 per course.
